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Meeting the Standards

We are pleased to present this year's
Annual Water Quality Report (Consumer
Confidence Report) as required by the
Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA). This
report is designed to provide details about
where your water comes from, what it
contains, and how it compares to
standards set by regulatory agencies.
This report is an overview of your water
quality for 2022. We are committed to
providing you with information because
informed customers are our best allies.

Source & Treatment

The water we supply comes from ten
wells located in the Teays Valley Aquifer
near St. Rt. 348. The water is pumped
from the wells and is softened using lime.
The water is then stabilized using carbon
dioxide to prevent excessive buildup
inside pipes. Chlorine is added to the
water to kill any bacteria that may be
present. The water then moves through
nine filters, which remove any remaining
particulate matter that may be present in
the water. Fluoride is added to the water,
as required. Finally, chlorine is added one
more time to guarantee adequate
residuals will remain in the water
throughout the distribution system.

Who needs to take special
precautions?

Some people may be more vulnerable to
contaminants in drinking water than the
general population. Immuno-
compromised persons such as persons
with cancer undergoing chemotherapy,
persons who have undergone organ
transplants, people with HIV/AIDS or
other immune system disorders, some
elderly, and infants can be particularly at
risk from infection. These people should
seek advice about drinking water from
their health care providers. EPA/CDC
guidelines on appropriate means to
lessen the risk of infection by

Lead & Drinking Water

If present, elevated levels of lead can
cause serious health problems, especial-
ly for pregnant women and young chil-
dren. Lead in drinking water is primarily
from materials and components associat-
ed with service lines and home plumbing.
Scioto County Regional Water District #1
is responsible for providing high quality
drinking water, but cannot control the
variety of materials used in plumbing
components. When your water has been
sitting for several hours, you can mini-
mize the potential for lead exposure by
flushing your tap for 30 seconds to 2
minutes before using water for drinking
or cooking. If you are concerned about
lead in your water, you may wish to have
your water tested. Information on lead in
drinking water, testing methods, and
steps you can take to minimize exposure
is available from the Safe Drinking Water
Hotline at 800-426-4791or at :

Contaminant Monitoring

The EPA requires regular sampling to
ensure drinking water safety. All
contaminants required to be analyzed in
2022 did not exceed any maximum
contaminant levels set by the EPA. We
are pleased to inform our customers that
there were no violations in 2022 and we
currently have an unconditioned license
to operate our water system.

PFAS Sampling

In 2020, our PWS was sampled as part
of the State of Ohio’s Drinking Water
Per- and Polyfluoroalkyl Substances
(PFAS) Sampling Initiative. Six PFAS
compounds were sampled, and none
were detected in our finished drinking
water.

Sources of Contamination

The sources of drinking water both tap
water and bottled water includes rivers,
lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs,
springs, and wells. As water travels over
the surface of the land or through the
ground, it dissolves naturally-occurring
minerals and, in some cases, radioactive
material, and can pick up substances
resulting from the presence of animals or
from human activity. Contaminants that
may be present in source water include:
(A) Microbial contaminants, such as vi-
ruses and bacteria, which may come
from sewage treatment plants, septic
systems, agricultural livestock operations
and wildlife; (B) Inorganic contaminants,
such as salts and metals, which can be
naturally-occurring or result from urban
storm water runoff, industrial or domestic
wastewater discharges, oil and gas pro-
duction, mining, or farming; (C) Pesti-
cides and herbicides, which may come
from a variety of sources such as agricul-
ture, urban storm water runoff, and resi-
dential uses; (D) Organic chemical con-
taminants, including synthetic and vola-
tile organic chemicals, which are by-
products of industrial processes and pe-
troleum production, and can also come
from gas stations, urban storm water
runoff, and septic systems; (E) Radioac-
tive contaminants, which can be naturally
-occurring or be the result of oil and gas
production and mining activities. In order
to ensure that tap water is safe to drink,
USEPA prescribes regulations which limit
the amount of certain contaminants in
water provided by public water systems.
FDA regulations establish limits for con-
taminants in bottled water which must
provide the same protection for public
health. Drinking water, including bottled
water, may reasonably be expected to
contain at least small amounts of some
contaminants. The presence of contami-
nants does not necessarily indicate that
water poses a health risk. More infor-

Source Water Assessment

Ohio EPA recently completed a study of Scioto County Regional Water Authority’s source of drinking water in 2022, to identify potential contami-
nant sources and provide guidance on protecting the drinking water source. According to this study, the aquifer (water rich zone) that supplies
water to the water district has a high susceptibility to contamination. This determination is based on the following:

-the presence of a relatively thin protective layer of soil overlying the aquifer;

-the depth to water in the aquifer is 10 to 15 ft. below the ground surface;

-the presence of numerous and significant potential contaminant sources in the protection area.
This susceptibility means that under currently existing conditions, the likelihood of the aquifer becoming contaminated is relatively high. This likeli-
hood can be minimized by implementing appropriate protective measures. More information about source water assessment or what consumers
